Pianist, Tal Cohen with his trio and
special guest, the supreme tenor
saxophonist Jamie Oehlers, will perform
at the PJS tonight. This will be an
energized evening of hard bop, original
ideas and virtuoso performance. Joining
them will be two of the most promising
musicians that ‘stoke the fire and burn
the fuel’ — bassist Karl Florrison and on
drums, Sean Phillips.

Tal Cohen left Israel at the age of 16 where he studied
classical piano and traditional Jewish folk culture and on
arrival in Perth received a music scholarship to
Churchlands and gained entrance into the Jazz Course at
WAAPA (ECU) in 2006. Tal is currently completing his
Masters degree under the guidance of Jamie Oehlers - that
makes for a stream of musical consciousness that will
literally ‘blow your mind’.

Virtuoso violinist, Ashley Arbuckle, continues to have an
extraordinary musical career. A former member of the
West Australian Symphony Orchestra and an associate
concert master, he later moved to England and for ten
years worked as co-leader of the London Symphony
Orchestra until 1990 when he returned to Perth to take up
the position as concertmaster with WASO.

After a health problem that affected his playing and a
subsequent operation in 2002, Ashley was unable to lead
an orchestra again. However, undeterred he
courageously created his unique style of bowing that

enabled him to play his instrument (violin) again and
returned to his childhood musical passion — jazz.

The Perth Jazz Society is delighted to welcome Ashley
and his quartet as part of its 2010 program and the
audience can look forward to some elegant and swinging
tunes such as ‘Softly in the Morning Sunrise’, Johnny
Mandel's evocative ‘Two for the Road’, ‘All of Me’,
‘Besame Mucho’ and even Wardell Gray's improvisional
bebop solo, ‘Twisted’. Ashley will be joined by the
swinging sounds of Rob Hyner (piano), Murray Wilkins
(bass) and Barry Cox (drums).

VALE — RON MOREY by Moira Mead

| have the honour of being asked to write a eulogy for Ron
Morey — a founding member of the Perth Jazz Society,
who has been sadly taken from us by a disease that
would have to be the cruelest way for Ron to go,
Alzheimer’s disease.

A highly intelligent man, Ron worked for the ABC as an
announcer and had the sonorous voice to go with it. He
was among the original group that started the Perth Jazz
Society, with its founder, Don Mead, my late husband. |
did not come onto the scene until 1980 so my knowledge
of those first years is rather sketchy. However, | was
aware that Ron wrote for the newsletter - it was in a
booklet form in those days and continued to write until
recently, reviewing CD recordings in particular. His writing
was as beautiful as his speech as he was a wordsmith of
the highest order.

| came to know Ron well as he was a close and the best
friend my late husband Don, ever had; they had
tremendous respect for each other, playing chess - which
Don invariably won - and discussing and listening to jazz.
Ron by his own admission was a ‘mouldyfigge’ and never
proceeded beyond bebop. He did, however, play the
Sackbut (trombone) which | was never privileged to hear
and was also an ace tennis player.

For many years Ron was to be found near the entrance to
the PJS at the Hyde Park Hotel selling records, tapes and
CDs (not to mention golf balls gathered from the local golf
links!... and on-sold to the burgeoning jazz artists of the
future i.e. Carl Mackey, Jamie Oehlers, Graham Wood).
Many people sat and talked to Ron at his table for hours,
including Don and | when the music was not to our taste. |
remember many occasions that make me smile. He
visited me fairly frequently after Don died, but | know it
was really to see my cat, Carlton, who he adored.

He read the eulogy along with Helen Matthews at my
husband’s funeral, so it is only fitting but a privilege that |
should write this. Unfortunately | don’t think that 1 am
capable of doing as good a job as he did.

Ron was married for many years to Faye - who
occasionally came to the PJS but did not share his
passion for jazz. On behalf of the Perth Jazz Society and
myself | extend our deepest sympathy to her and the
family. | shall miss him not being amongst us anymore, he
was a kind, unique man.

(Moira Mead now lives in Victoria and was a committee
member of the PJS for many years).

RHYTHM OF LIFE MOVES ON: Ed Thigpen USA

Ed Thigpen, a classic jazz drummer whose subtle use of brushes made him a legend, has died
at the age of seventy-nine. Ed’s true brilliance shone through when he joined bassist Ray Brown
to form what was to be one of the greatest jazz trios of all time - The Oscar Peterson Trio. Known
as "Mr. Taste" for his ability to smoothly adapt to any style or group, Thigpen was in high
demand with many instrumentalists and singers, including Ella Fitzgerald, John Coltrane, Lennie
Tristano, and Peggy Lee and later on in his career, the eclectic Canadian singer, k.d. Lang.
Among his many honours were accolades handed to him by the Percussive Arts Society, the

Danish Jazz Award and the Kennedy Center Award.

flute and sax. A national ABC 10-part series followed, entitled
‘Manteca in Concert’.

Uwe’s belief in nurturing young jazz talent helped lay the
seeds for music courses at WAAPA in the early 80’s, when
he was president of the Music Arrangers’ Guild.

This was followed by an influential career in secondary
school jazz education, setting up the first School Jazz
Education programme in WA at CBC in Fremantle, where his
passion infused into many a young student over the years,
and blossomed into the strong and wide-ranging jazz
community that we see in WA today.
